Christ the King School Policies and Procedures

Second Grade School Supplies

Books are the property of the school and are on loan to the children for the school year.
Parents will be required to pay for any books, including library books, which are lost or
defaced. Itis the responsibility of the student to keep a book cover on hardbound
classroom textbooks that go home with a student. Books are to be carried to and from
school in a book bag.

The annual registration fee is used to purchase textbooks, workbooks, testing materials
and associated scoring costs, classroom magazines, and additional curricular and
instructional items.

All items on the following list are to be furnished by the student’s family. Students need
to bring the following supplies with them on the first day of school. The teacher will
notify the family when supplies are running low and need to be replaced.

Five (5) packages of white, lined, index cards, 3 x 5 inches (500 count)
One (1) pair of safety scissors
Six (6) washable glue sticks
Two (2) pink pencil eraser
Four (4) plastic folders with 2 pockets each — two blue and two red
Your classroom teacher has requested specially lined composition books that
must be purchased through school. The cost is $2.00 each. Your child will need
four (4). Please send cash or a check on the first day of school for $8.00. A
check should be made out to Christ the King School.
A soft, zippered pencil case. Please do not purchase hard-side pencil cases.
They do no fit in the desks.
One (1) large boxes of tissues
One (1) container of Clorox wipes
One (1) container of Plain wet wipes
One (1) package of quart sized zip-loc style plastic bags
One (1) roll of paper towels

Please do not buy larger packages of markers, crayons, or colored pencils than the
teachers have requested. Please buy classic colors.
